DD&B March Fieldtrip to the Nelson-Atkins Museum of Art—Leader Steve Wall 
 

When: 

Sunday March 20, 2011 

Time to Meet: 

12:30pm if you plan to eat lunch at the Rozzelle Court Restaurant 

1:30pm if your plan is to shoot/visit the museum only. 

Where to Park: 

The Nelson is located at 4525 Oak Street, northeast of the Country Club Plaza. 

Free parking is available along Oak Street, on the West side of the Nelson. 

Garage parking is available for $5, enter from Oak Street.  Members park free. 

Where to Meet: 

Meet at the Rozzelle Court Restaurant, located on the Plaza Level (middle level) in the West wing of 

the old building. 

What to bring: 

Travel light and comfortable.  Coats and large bags can be stored at the Coat Check, located on the 

lobby level of the Bloch Building (the new building) 

Tripods and large camera bags (larger than 12" x 16" x 5") are not allowed inside.  No problem with 

tripods outside, so bring them along if you plan to shoot outside. 

String support devices should be OK, but be discreet. 

Flash is only allowed in two areas, Rozzelle Court and Kirkwood Hall (the main entry way). 

Non-flash photography is allowed in all areas except traveling exhibits.  (The museum patrol will let 

you know if you cross the boundary.)
